FLU SEASON IMPORTANT INFORMATION

With the flu season upon us, the Millard School District is taking precautions to minimize the impact on students
and staff. You can help us keep our schools as healthy as possible.

Stay home when sick! In this way, students and employees can prevent the spread of illness.

The Douglas County Health Department advises that persons who develop the symptoms of HIN1 flu
(fever with either cough or sore throat and fatigue) stay home for 7 days after onset of illness. People
should remain home for 24 hours after the fever is gone without fever reducing medications.

As always, please call the school to report any illnesses of students.

Following a prolonged absence, please provide a doctor’s note stating that the student may return to
school.

Good hygiene is our best defense. Cover your nose and mouth with a tissue when you cough or sneeze,
then throw the tissue in the trash. Wash your hands often with soap and water, especially after you cough
or sneeze. Washing must be done the right way: wash hands with soap and water for 15 to 20 sec-
onds. Avoid touching your eyes, nose or mouth. Germs spread that way.

Custodians are providing daily cleaning of areas that are touched frequently such as door knobs, hand
rails, desktops, and water fountains.

Classroom teachers will remind students to wash their hands. Elementary teachers will provide training
in proper hand washing technique.

Classrooms have bottles of alcohol-based hand cleanser for use between hand washings.

The Douglas County Health Department advises the Millard School District. It is unlikely that schools will be
closed due to flu. The latest guidance from the U.S. Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) calls for
schools to stay open unless so many students and staff are ill that it is difficult to operate.
