ATTENDANCE PROCEDURES

Compulsory Education

Nebraska Revised Statute 79-201 permits a pensder the age of 18 to stop
attending school only if the person has obtainbdjha school diploma by meeting the
graduation requirements established by state latihneoperson has completed the
program of instruction offered by a school whicbot$é pursuant to state law not to meet
accreditation or approval requirements, or thegréssparent or guardian signs a
notarized release which discontinues enrollment.

Daily Attendance

Consistent daily school attendance is a critical pba successful educational
experience. A student misses 90 minutes of teadmddearning time when absent from
any class. The experiences of daily classroomuostm are difficult to make-up when a
student is absent. Students should be presenhookeveryday unless it becomes
absolutely necessary for an absence to occur. $Cboials may excuse students from
school for the following reasons:

lliness (illnesses of 4 days or more may regaidoctor’'s statement).
Medical or dental appointments not possiblecteedule before or after
school.

Serious iliness or death of a family member.

Religious observance of the student’s own faith

Emergencies requiring the student’s presenberat.

Participation in a school-sponsored activity.

Other absences approved by the administration.

Religious holidays, family emergency, hospitaliaatimultiple illness cases
and/or extended cases of illness will be handlddvzidually. A physician must certify

extended or multiple cases of illness.
The Millard Public School District reserves thehtigo require verification from a
doctor or dentist when an absence is for medicdkatal reasons (Board Policy 5200.1).

Excessive Absencebto Credit Status

Any student with six (6) non-school related absenne semester may beNo
Credit Status. After reaching the'6absence in a class the student is expected to
immediately speak with his/her respective teacheletermine if the following
conditions have been met:

1. Student has completed assignments in a timely nmanne
2. Student is earning a passing grade.
3. Absences were excused absences.



4. Satisfactory attendance after the sixtfi)(@bsence.

The classroom teacher will notify Mr. Grimmingers@stant Principal for
Discipline and Attendance) if the conditions hawet Imleen met. A conference will then
be scheduled for parent(s) and student to meetMitlGrimminger to determine if
academic credit should be awarded or withheldeketid of the semester.

Reporting Absences

If a student is absent from school, a parent/gaarshould call the attendance
office at 715-6010 or 715-6011 the same day betwe@ha.m. and 9:30 a.m. to report
the absence. Parents/guardians are expected tachllday the student is absent from
school unless other arrangements have been mdd¢hwitttendance office. A phone
call will be adequate notice of the student’s abednom schoolHandwritten notes
will not be accepted by the attendance office to part an absence.

Parents/guardians must call the attendance offitten one (1) school day
immediately following the absence. Unverified altssnafter one day will be recorded as
truant.

Students missing part of the school day must clreek the attendance office
before reporting to class. Any student leaving sthefore dismissal time must obtain a
pass from the attendance office. When a studeminbes ill during the school day, he/she
must report to the school nurse who will make ayesmnents for the student to leave
school if necessary.

Any student who arrives at school without signimgr any student who leaves
without a pass from the attendance office or nsreéffice in the case of illness will be
considered unexcused and will be referred to tipecggpiate administrator for
disciplinary action.

Parent Request for Dismissal

A parent will contact the attendance office whestualent needs to leave school
during the day. A pass to leave the building mesbbtained from the attendance office
prior to leaving the building. Students failingdomply with this procedure will be
referred to an administrator for disciplinary aantio

» Studentgnay notremain on campus if parents request them to be
dismissed from a class.

» Seniors with an open campus pass will be allowedRIVILEGE of
leaving campus during any non-scheduled period(sihgd their school day.

» Students will not be excused from a class or clagseomplete homework.



Students Leaving the Building During the School Day

Any student leaving the building during the schday must be in possession of
an authorized pass issued by the attendance offtadents will exit through the front
door and display the pass for a security staffgerghen leaving.

Any student choosing to leave the building withaygass from the attendance
office will be subject to disciplinary action.

Make-up Work for Excused Absences/Extended llinesse

School assignments missed due to an excused &buserst be completed to the
satisfaction of the teacher. Students will haver@mum of one (1) school day for each
day of excused absence to complete missed assigmoraests. Students failing to
complete work within the defined time limits wilbhreceive credit for work missed
(Board Policy 5200.1).

When a student is absent from classes for any meédmecomes the
responsibility of the student to make arrangemeatsakeup work to be completed.

Some instructional activities (labs, groupwortc, erequire that students be
present to complete and cannot be made up. Incasgs, teachers may provide
alternative assignments. It will be the studerg'sponsibility to contact the teacher(s)
involved to develop a plan to complete missed assents and tests.

Assignments will be requested and provided tchihree if a student is to be
absent three (3) or more consecutive days.

Make-up Work for School Related Absences

When a student knows ahead of time that he/sHé&@hbsent from class(es) due
to a school related absence, arrangements shoutitde in advance of the absence with
teacher(s) to complete assigned work.

Students participating in school-sponsored progranth as music, drama, or
athletics, should not be penalized for missingstestassignments. The students will be
granted an opportunity to complete missed work (Bd®licy 6235.1).

Planned Absences

If a student knows in advance that he/she wikhbgent from school a
parent/guardian is expected to communicate thisratesto the attendance office. The
student should also communicate with teachers prithie absence in order to collect
assignments.



Truancy Policy

Truancy is defined as follows:

A. Any student failing to attend a class or classekhas not obtained
permission from both school administration and ptr¢o be absent.
B. Students who leave the school building withautathorized office or

health room pass.
A student who is truant may receive a zero (“0”) fo class work missed. This
includes tests, quizzes, and daily workAdditional disciplinary action for truancy from
class will include one or more of the following:

1. Tuesday School/Thursday School.

2. Parent or Guardian Contact.
3. Removal from the respective class with a final gratl“5”.
Tardy Rules

Students arriving up to 20 minutes late to sclaweldesignated as tardy. Students
arriving late to school will check-in at a desigethtocation for a pass. Tardies 6 1
block are always unexcused. Students are allowtaddes to school for any reason prior
to any disciplinary action.

A student will be assigned to Tuesday/Thursday alcivben late to a class or
Quality Time 6 times during a 9 week term.. Addib Tuesday/Thursday Schools will
be assigned for each 3 additional tardies accueuila¢yond 6. A student can be
suspended at 15 total tardies for any respectagsar Quality Time. Excessive tardiness
can also result in removal from a class with alfgrade of “5”.

A total accumulation of 5 Tuesday Schools/Thursdagchools during a
semester can also result in suspension out of schoo

Open Campus (grade 12 only)

A student must have complet8d/earsof high school education to be eligible for
Open Campus privileges. Juniors planning to gradeatrly are not eligible for Open
Campus privileges.

Senior students will be issued a special coloBeddrd to designate open campus
privileges. Seniors are expected to carry theircdds on their person at all times for
quick verification of open campus status. When ested to do so Seniors should be
prepared to present their ID cards to securityf stabther staff members.

Restriction of Open Campus

Theadministration reserves the right to refuse/revoke open campugqges at
any time in the best interest of the student ahaevent that a student’s behavior or
academic performance indicates that he/she isaoefpsing the responsibilities which
accompany these privileges.

Closed Campus (grades 9-10-11)

Millard West High School hasaosed campudor all 9", 13", and 11", grade
students._These students are not to leave thaimwitluring the school day without
permission from the attendance offi&udents who leave the building without prior
approval will be considereduant.

Field Trips and Guest Speakers

Students are responsible for any material/inforamathey miss due to attendance
at the field trip or guest speaker. Students shaatpiire any work they will miss before
missing class and when possible should returnasscthe next day with the required
work completed. If a student misses a test or,ghiz student should take that test or
quiz prior to going on the field trip when possible

Students must get parent permission in dadattend any field trip. Students
must also have permission from all teachers at keday in advance for any class they
will miss due to their field trip. No student wile allowed to attend a field trip without
prior knowledge of his/her teachers.

When student’s request permission from taeher of a class they will miss, that
teacher will recommend either the student doees ahot miss their schedule class. If
the student is struggling in that teacher’s clt#ss teacher may advise the student not
miss that class in order to attend a field trigtinahately, it is up to the parent to decide if
he or she will give the student permission to miss class in order to attend a field trip
for another class.

School provided transportation will be used to$gort class members to the
Field Trip site. Students are expected to utiliee provided transportation. Students will
not be allowed to utilize a personal vehicle fangportation to a field trip location.

Students will always have the opportunity to opt (@ollowing district guidelines
and policies) of a guest speaker that they or themient feel goes against their beliefs. In
this case, the student should appeal through gohée or the assistant principal of
curriculum and instruction and an alternative attiwill be provided. Normally,
students will only hear a guest speaker duringhtirenal class time. If for some reason



the student needs to attend a guest speaker cudiffgrent class he/she has scheduled,
the student should follow the field trip policies.



ACADEMICS

Grading System

Students are advised to use their study timehn@aand to plan on at least one
hour of study at home daily. Some students willl finnecessary and desirable to do
more - some will need less. Grades are an evaluafiwhat the student has learned.
They become part of a permanent record that lagtiane. High School records are
important to institutions of higher learning, emy#es and the various military services.
The school only keeps the records; the student sniddegn. Written or oral evaluation is
an ongoing process in each class.

Course requirements are determined by distriactanes and standards. Teachers
determine grades by consideration of daily classkwmarticipation, individual projects,
homework and related activities, as well as pertoroe on various types of assessments.

Our master schedule is very tight and does notwaflar easy movement of
student classes. We only allow changes for theoviahg reasons: failing a
prerequisite, misplacement, and medical/healthriciishs. We cannot change
schedules based upon student convenience. Freslso@mmores and juniors
must maintain a minimum of 15 credit hours per s&gre Seniors must maintain
a minimum course load of 10 credits per semester.

2. Students who have met the criteria listed above dnagy a semester class without
receiving a “5” if the class is dropped within tlirst 5 days of class

3. Students dropping after the first 5 days of clagklwe placed in a study hall or
senior open campus for the remainder of the seme&aidents will receive a
grade of “5” on their transcript for the droppedicse.

4. Millard West counselors can verify whether or nostadent needs a class for
graduation. Students and parents are remindednbal colleges/universities
and scholarship programs have requirements thaeexilillard West graduation
requirements. It is the responsibility of the sdand his or her family to
investigate post high school program requiremeni¥topping a class could
prevent your student from being admitted to cenpaist high school programs.
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5. A student’s class rank is based upon the cumulgpigde point average AND the
number of classes taken. Dropping a class does &aautomatic impact upon
class rank. It is impossible for counselors toedatne how dramatically class
rank will be impacted because it depends on mactpifa that are not set until the
end of each semester.

6. Beginning with the class of 2008, students seekipgrticular diploma path will
want to determine if a class is needed to meetqainement for the selected
diploma.

7. Students who falil the first semester of a math @nidteign language course will
be assigned to a study hall for the second semester

8. Exceptions to the above policy may be made at ig@ation of the Assistant

Quality Time

The Millard West Quality Time ensures that studevitsbe provided the help
needed to achieve their goals and promote a sérmsdomging while recognizing
individual strengths and talents. This is accosty@d by providing time and training for
Quality Time advisors to be positive role modeld advocates for students while
providing guidance and support in a safe and opgirament. All students will be
empowered to learn the skills, knowledge and altistunecessary for responsible living in
a changing global society.

Each Quality Time (Homeroom) is composed of stigléom all four grades,
allowing for a greater sense of belonging, pearing) and mentoring, more effective
communication, and minimizing grade/age distinctioQuality Times meet daily for 10
minutes and on Mondays for 30 minutes. The kemetds of the Quality Time Program
are teamwork, student and staff involvement, empmeat, reward and recognitions and
continuous improvement.

The Personal Learning Plan, or PLP, will be disedggredominately during
Quality Time. The PLP is a document in which a shidcollects information about
himself/herself. In the PLP, students record cotiors and draw assumptions about
themselves from the varied assessments, surveyscinities in which they participate.
However, all teachers will make reference to theteots of the PLP and teachers may
use PLP information to design lessons that will intlee needs of individual learners. A
satisfactorily completeBersonal earningPlan is a graduation requirement.

Student Identification

Academic Dishonesty and Plagiarism

Academic dishonesty/cheating is an intentionabégfiving or receiving
academic aid by means which do not meet the appobtilae teacher.

Dress (garments) and accessories, which promdtecate for, or support
the use of illegal drugs, alcohol, or tobacco. Tha@udes, but is not
limited to clothing or accessories displaying thgd or trademark of
brands of tobacco or alcohol.

Chains, dog collars, spiked collars (wristbands3t@arp objects that could
be used as a weapon. No chains are to be wornltoids, clothing,
and/or around any part of the body (neck, arm,lagf This section
would include rope or hemp chains.

Oversized and baggy pants will not be worn by MalsVest students.
Sagging pants and exposed undergarments are noipaigpe for school.

Any group/team/ class related shirts intenddaktworn by students at
school or school activities must be approved ireade by the
administration. Unapproved shirts worn to schochativities will be
confiscated and returned only to parents.

Street Gangs/Secret Organizations

All school rules applgtudents while attending
Tuesday/Thursday School. Failure to attend Tue3thaysday School can result in a 2-
day suspension.

A student who accumulates five (5) Tuesday/Thursda$chools in a nine (9)
week period will receive an automatic two (2) dayuspension from school.

Tobacco

Failure to give the cell phone to any staff memigson request will be considered
insubordination resulting in disciplinary action.

I-Pod’s, MP3 Players, Headphones, PSP’s, othetrel@c devices

I-Pod’s, MP3 players, headphones, PSP’s, and ethetronic devices will not be
used by students from 8:00-3:15. These items wilidsned off, put away, and kept out
of sight during this time. Failure to do so wilktdt in confiscation of the electronic
device. The item will be returned to the studemtrtlbxt school day. Repeated offenses
will result in additional disciplinary action.

Students are highly discouraged from bringing theses to school. I-Pod’s and
PSP’s are popular targets of theft. Several ofeliesns were stolen during the past
school year. These expensive items are brouglthioot at the students own risk. If
stolen, it is highly unlikely these items will eviee recovered. Millard West is not
responsible for these items when stolen.

Failure to give the electronic device to any staéfimber upon request will be
considered insubordination resulting in disciplynaction.

Other Nuisance ltems

Laser devices, battery powered gadgets, hacky saolsother items not directly
related to the process of learning are prohibitexthool and will be confiscated.

Gasoline powered scooters are not allowed on campu

Bicycles ridden to campus by students should bledld and secured in provided
racks immediately upon arrival on campus.

Information Center
Hours: 7:00AM — 4:00PM

The Information Center is at the heart of Millarde8V. It provides resources to
both students and staff in a multitude of formai g state-of-the art technology.

A variety of services are offered through the Infation Center. Besides
checking out books, students can develop multimeaiaentations in PowerPoint or
iMovie. Staff is available to assist you, whetheulquestion has to do with books,
production, finding resources on the Internet, etc.

All students, excluding those with open campus [tstrmust have passes during
the regular school day, 8:00AM — 3:15 PM. Studemist obtain a pass from their
teacher or they will not be admitted into the Imf@tion Center without their class. This
also includes lunchtime. To come to the Informat@enter from Study Hall, you must
have a pass from a classroom teacher, not frorsttity hall monitor. The assignment to
be worked on must be noted on the pass. Studetitpasses should sit at the tables in
the center of the Information Center. Classes agdeddnto the Information Center have
priority in seating and computer usage.

Each student is issued a picture ID and will pregeat the time of check-out.
Materials will not be checked out without a vali?l ¢éard. Replacement cards can be
purchased in the Guidance Office. DO NOT checknoaterials for others on your ID.
You will be held responsible for any materials dtegtout in your name.

Books are checked out for a maximum of three welRkgerence materials must
be used in the Information Center only. You maytpbopy pages or take notes for the
information needed. Limited checkout is availdiolecameras and accessories on a per-
need basis. Fines will not be assessed for ovardgerials; however, students who have
overdue materials will not be allowed to check auy additional materials. If a student
loses library materials, he or she must pay rephace cost.

No food or drink may be consumed in the Informat@enter. Food items will be
confiscated.

SUSPENSION, EXPULSION, MANDATORY
REASSIGNMENT, AND EXCLUSION

The Millard School District Rules and Regulationglgessing student discipline are based on the Nkhara
Student Discipline Act.

The principal (or designee) may determine thet itécessary to exclude a student from school drabkc
functions. The decision to exclude is made afiergrincipal has investigated the facts, givenstodent
oral or written notice of the charges against hen#nd an explanation of the evidence, and provided
student with an opportunity to present the studeversion. A complete copy of the District's duegess
procedures is available upon request.

It is the principal’s responsibility to determirfeettype of exclusion and/or the recommended diseip}
action to be taken unless otherwise specified bgr@8®olicy or state and federal law. Possiblewesiohs
from school include:

A. Short-term SuspensiorExclusion from all schools in the District notéxceed five (5) school
days.
B. Emergency Exclusianimmediate exclusion if:

1. The student has a dangerous communicable diseasarissible through normal school
contacts and poses an imminent threat to the haafttsafety of the school community;
or

2. The student’s conduct presents a clear threattphlysical safety of himself/herself, or

others, or is so extremely disruptive as to makepterary removal necessary to preserve
the rights of other students to pursue an education

An emergency exclusion shall be based upon a fdeairal situation warranting it and shall last
no longer than is necessary to avoid the dangeessséating the exclusion.

C. Long-term SuspensionExclusion from all schools in the District foone than five (5) school
days but less than twenty (20) school days.

D. Expulsion Exclusion from all schools in the District (ept¢he location designated for
alternative education) for a period not to excdedremainder of the semester in which it took
effect with the following exceptions:

and intentionally possess, use, or transmit a dangaeveapon, other than a
firearm, shall be excluded for a period not to extthe remainder of the school
year in which it took effect if the misconduct ocsduring the first semester. |If
the expulsion takes place during the second sem#ésteexclusion shall remain
in effect for summer school and may remain in éffecthe first semester of the
following school year.

C. Sexual Assault Students who sexually assault or attempt to aéxassault
any person on school grounds shall be excludedrfer(1) year.

This revieny lead to the Hearing
Examiner’s recommendation that the student be neitsetl for the upcoming
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school year. If the Board of Education (or Boawmtr@nittee) took the final
action to expel the student, the student may temitted only by Board action.
Otherwise, the student may be re-admitted by acifahe Superintendent.

H. Hearing In cases involving emergency exclusion for ntbemn five (5) school days, long-term
suspension, expulsion, and mandatory reassigntienstudent will have the right to a hearing to
contest the exclusion. A Request for Hearing fdBtndent Discipline Act hearing procedures,
and appeal procedures for any decision rendergek dtearing will be provided to the student and
the student’s parent(s) or guardian(s).

GUIDELINES FOR MAKE-UP WORK FOR EXCLUDED STUDENTS

Students who have received a short-term suspensgiiomave one (1) school day for each day of
suspension to make up school work after returrongchool but will not be provided homework durihg t
suspension. Students on short-term suspensiometilbe provided a tutor during the suspension.

Students who receive a long-term suspension wilelane (1) school day for each day of suspension to
make up schoolwork not to exceed a maximum of s€¥eachool days after returning to school. During
the duration of the long-term suspension, if retpeeby the parent and approved by the principal, th
student may receive homework for his/her curremss#s. The parents and student may not contact
teachers directly during the suspension for homkwsesignments. If homework assignments are made
available, they may be picked up from the princirathe principal’s designee by the parents or by a
person designated by the parents. Students ordongsuspension will not be provided a tutor.

Excluded students may not come onto school grodadag the suspension or expulsion unless attending
alternative classes for expelled students at timeisthe location that the Director of Pupil Sersice
specifies.

Students who have received a short-term suspensimmg-term suspension will not be permitted tdkena
up instructional activities that require studem¢tlance. Student grades will be based on atteadan
classroom performance, test marks, and grades itlerwassignments.

Students who have been expelled will receive nditfer the semester in which they are expellecepkc
the credit issued for successfully completing theraative school classes, or programs offerechby t
District. A District alternative education prograsmavailable for expelled students and will beaaged by
the District’'s Pupil Services Department (715-8371)

If the expelled student’s parent(s) or guardiargéf)se to permit participation in the alternatiebol
classes, or programs, the District will have ndHer obligation to the student, parent(s), or gizen()
with regard to the provision of an alternative sahalass, or program during the expulsion.

Students who enroll in other educational institasialuring the expulsion period shall not receivaditr
that would exceed the credit they would have beewiged through the District’s alternative progrém
expelled students. The District's Pupil ServicepBrtment must approve the courses from other
educational institutions prior to the student elimglin or taking the course before it can be ategas
substitutes for credit through the District’s afiative education program. All costs of any suchraped

conduct.

Expelled students
may enter upon District property for the sole pwof attending alternative education at
a location and time designated by the DirectorugiPServices.

D. Length of Expulsions Unless specified otherwise within these Stanslattte expulsion
of a student shall be for a period not to exceedrémainder of the semester in which it
took effect unless the misconduct occurred witkim {L0) school days prior to the end of
the first semester, in which case the expulsiotl semain in effect through the second
semester, or within ten (10) school days priothténd of the second semester, in which
case the expulsion shall remain in effect for sumsehool and the first semester of the
following school year. Neb. Rev. Stat. §79-283(2).

E. Contact of Legal Authorities The principal of a school or the principal’s idege shall
notify as soon as possible the appropriate lawreafaent authorities, of the county or
city in which the school is located, of any actao$tudent described in Neb.

hashish, hallucinogenic or cocaine, and substamstes$) as glue, to the extent any such
substance is used for the purpose of mood or behalteration by a student, and any
other substance which alters the mood or behavidrvehich is not taken for medical
purposes (e.g., steroids).

“Curtailment of extracurricular activities” shall@an that the student is ineligible for
participation in or attending any extracurriculatidties. During any time that a student
is excluded from school for conduct occurring whiléthin school jurisdiction, the
student is ineligible for participation in or atting any extracurricular activities.

combination of parts either designed or intendedige in converting any device into any
destructive device or from which a destructive devinay be readily assembled.

“Expulsion” shall mean exclusion from all schootsthe District (except the location
designated for alternative education).

“Extracurricular activities” shall mean all athletiteams, activities, groups, clubs,
homecomings, proms, dances, graduation ceremoaias,all other organizations or
events sponsored by or associated with the Diswvlith are not part of the District
curriculum.

“Firearms” shall mean (1) any weapon (includingater gun) which will or is designed
to or may readily be converted to expel a projedhy the action of an explosive, or by
the action of compressed gases or air, or by thieraof the frame or receiver; (2) the
frame or receiver of any such weapon; (3) any fireenuffler or firearm silencer; or (4)
any destructive device. Such term does not incardantique firearm. Such term does
include any object that is ordinarily or generatynsidered a firearm or gun, including,
but not limited to, stun guns, paint ball guns,saift guns, B.B. guns, and pellet guns.

“Illegal narcotic drug shall mean the illegal substances as defined by Reb. Stat.
§28-401(15).

substance. “Look-a-like substance” shall includg beverage containing alcohol or a
beverage that is represented to contain alcohol.

“Medicatiori shall be broadly defined and shall mean all pibedr medications, over
the counter and other non-prescribed medicatioms] all chemical substances,
compounds, homeopathic substances, herbs, vitamtgpr devices, which purport to
aid in a person’s health or well-being or are idesh for use in the diagnoses, cure,
mitigation, treatment, or prevention of diseasesare intended to affect the structure or
any function of the body; and any device, instrumeapparatus, implement, machine,
contrivance, implant, or other similar or relateticde, including any component part or
accessory, which is prescribed by a physician, iolars assistant, or advanced practice
registered nurse, and dispensed by a pharmaaigher person authorized by law.

“Non-prescribed medicatidrshall mean all medications which are available aitha
prescription or order from a person who is licensedler the laws of Nebraska to
prescribe medications.

“On school grounds” shall mean on District propgeiity a vehicle owned, leased, or

contracted by the District being used for a schppwpose or in a vehicle being driven for

a school purpose by a school employee or his odbsignee, or at a school-sponsored
activity or athletic event.

“One yedr shall mean the three hundred sixty-five (365) dénat follow the acts at
issue.

“Prescribed medicatiénshall mean all medications which are available onlth a
prescription or order from a person who is licensedler the laws of Nebraska to
prescribe medications.

“Public indecency” shall mean performing, procurimg assisting any other person to
perform, in a public place and where the conducy memsonably be expected to be
publicly viewed: (1) An act of sexual penetratiq?) An exposure of the genitals,
female breasts or buttocks of the body done withninto affront or alarm any person; or
(3) A lewd fondling or caressing of the body of #re person of the same or opposite
sex.

“School day” shall mean any day that school is ésston and students are attending
academic courses. It does not include practicesxtracurricular activities held during
the summer, or weekends and vacations that occimgdilhe academic school year.

“School jurisdiction” shall mean on District propgrin a vehicle owned, leased, or

contracted by the District being used for a schppwpose or in a vehicle being driven for

a school purpose by a school employee or his odbsignee, or at a school-sponsored
activity or athletic event, or any other place vehtdre governing law permits the District

to discipline students for prohibited conduct.

“Sexual assault” shall mean sexual assault initsedegree as defined in Neb. Rev. Stat.
8828-319, sexual assault in the second degree &isedeih Neb. Rev. Stat. §28-320,
sexual assault of a child in the second or thirgréle as defined in Neb. Rev. Stat. §28-
320.01, or sexual assault of a child in the fistjete as defined in Neb Rev. Stat. §28-
319.01, as such statutes now provide or may herdaétamended.
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X. “Sexual or intimate parts” shall mean the genitaaa groin, inner thighs, buttocks or
breasts.

AA. “Weapon” shall mean any object or material thabridinarily or generally considered a
firearm, explosive, or weapon, including, but rnatited to, guns, firearms, pipe bombs,
stun guns, paint ball guns, air soft guns, B.B.sgamd pellet guns.

STUDENT SAFETY

In order to insure the safety of every studerig itecessary to have safety procedures to prdteateéll-
being of students during emergency situations d&its shall follow these procedures when a Code
Yellow or Code Red is announced:

Code Yellow When a Code Yellow is announced students withgly with the instructions of the teacher
or staff member who is supervising the area obihiting where the student is located. Unless told
otherwise, the general procedures for studentsllimf under a Code Yellow are:

1. Students will remain in the classroom and contiwith the activities of that classroom.

2. The door will be locked but the teacher may adtoitients who are in the hallway or have been in
other areas.

3. Students may not leave the classroom.

4. Students will not be allowed to use cellular phones

5. Students who are between classes are to immediagabyt to their next class.

6. Students who are in other areas of the buildingafellow the plan for that area of the building.

Failure of a student to comply with the instrucaf a teacher or staff member during a Code Yellav
result in disciplinary action.

Code Red When a Code Red is announced students will cpmith the instructions of the teacher or
staff member who is supervising the area of thédimg where the student is located. Unless told
otherwise, the general procedures for studentslimif under a Code Red are:

1. Students will remain in the classroom and take covéhe classroom away from windows or
doors.

2 The door will be locked and students will not benétted to the room.

3 Students may not leave the classroom.

4. Students will not be allowed to use cellular phones

5 Students who are between classes are to immediaayt to their next class.

Failure of a student to comply with the instruciaf a teacher or staff member during a Code R#éd wi
result in disciplinary action.
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STUDENT HEALTH

Among the health services provided for studentthbyMillard School District are screening tests for
vision and hearing. Hearing tests are given tdestts in kindergarten, first, second, fifth, angheh

grades, and to new students and those who haverbeidus hearing losses. Vision screening is dmawh
year in all elementary grades and sixth and eightldes. Dental screenings are completed eaclayedir
elementary and middle school levels except fordgtgiadents who have evidence of having been sean by
dentist within the preceding six (6) months. Theseenings are for the purpose of detecting nusgatal
problems, which are visually apparent and aremtenided to substitute for a thorough dental exatinina

by a dentist.

None of these routine health inspections are irgdrid replace regular physical examinations by dica¢
specialist. Parents/guardians are notified ifstreenings indicate the potential for any typerobfem.
School personnel do not diagnose health probldfiteealth problems are detected, parents/guardieas
then encouraged to consult their family medicat&dist, but the schools cannot assume the casteof
medical specialist’'s examination.

Parents/guardians are asked to inform the schamhythanges in a student’s general health or palysi
limitations. This information will be helpful tachool personnel in working with the student.

If a student has a temperature of 100.4 degrebigber, parents/guardians will be contacted. Thdent
will be sent home as soon as proper arrangementsecanade. Students will be excluded from schwoiol f
the following conditions: contagious or infectiadisease, including chicken pox, measles and mumps;
pink eye; suspicious rash; vomiting, diarrhea, & activity, skin eruptions or head lice. Studanay

not return to school until they are fever free andbting a doctor’s note granting permission tamet or
until all evidence of the condition is gone.

Physical Examination, Immunization, and Inspection

l. Physical ExaminationPrior to the entrance of any student into kigdeten and the seventh grade
or, in the case of a transfer from out of statartg other grade in any District school, the
parents/guardians must submit written evidencepifysical examination of the student by a
physician, physician assistant, D.O., or advancedtjze registered nurse.

Immunization All students by law are required to be protedtgdmmunization against
measles/mumps/rubella (MMR), varicella, poliomysl{Polio), diphtheria (D), pertussis (P),
tetanus (T), and Hepatitis B prior to enrollmend @maccordance with the immunization
standards prescribed in Title 173, Nebraska Adrmatise Code, Chapter 3-007.

Inspection Qualified District personnel shall separatelgpiect District students to ascertain if
any student is suffering from defective sight oatfireg, dental defects, or other conditions as
prescribed by the Department of Health and Humami&es Regulation and Licensure.

Parental Notification and Opportunity to Opt outR#rticipation Pursuant to the Protection of
Pupil Rights Amendment, 20 U.S.C. § 123h, the iisghall provide reasonable notice directly to
the parents and guardians of students enrolledsti€ schools, of the specific or approximate
dates of any non-emergency invasive physical exatioim or screening that is required as a
condition of attendance and administrated by therl@t and scheduled in advance, and which is
not necessary to protect the immediate health afedysof the student or other students.

A. An invasive physical examination is any medicalraiaation that involves the exposure
of private body parts, or any act during such aam@ration which includes incision,
insertion, or injection into the body, but does imatude a hearing, vision, dental, or
scoliosis screening, or any physical examinatioscoeening permitted or required by
State law.

B. Parents, guardians, and students who are eight&ydars old or emancipated under
State law, may opt out of participation in any sulasive physical examination by
providing the District with a signed written statemh which declines participation in any
such invasive physical examination.

Student athletes must also be covered by accidsatance prior to participation on any team.
Student athletes may be eligible to purchase imegréhrough the “Kids Connection” program
made available by the Nebraska Health and Humavic®srSystem. Insurance through “Kids
Connection” is available for families whose incoimd 85 percent of the federal poverty level or
below. Applications are available at all schodlagfs and also the Pupil Services Department in
the Don Stroh Administration Center. Student addevho are not eligible for insurance through
the “Kids Connection” program are eligible to puask insurance made available by the District
insurance program, “Student Assurance Services”.

Definitions.

A. Student Athletics Student athletics shall mean extracurriculanetbponsored
competitive interscholastic sports.

B. Physician Physician shall mean individuals who are licenisg the Department of
Health and Human Services Regulation and Licensuch as:

1. Medical Doctors (M.D.) who practice medicine andgargery; or

2. Osteopathic Physicians (D.O.) who are also authdrte prescribe medications.
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C. Physician assistantPhysician assistant shall mean individuals wiediaensed under
Neb. Rev. Stat. Sections 71-1, 107.15 through 7107,30 to perform medical services
under the supervision of a licensed physician.

D. Advanced Practice Registered Nurse (APRMjlvanced Practice Registered Nurse shall
mean individuals who are licensed and practicindenrand in accordance with the
Advanced Practice Registered Nurse Act.

Possession and Use of Medication

l. General StatementPrescribed medication shall not be brought kmstunless the written
directions of a physician, physician assistanfdranced practice registered nurse state that the
prescribed medication must be taken during schootshor during school activities.

1. Rules for all Medications

A. Preschool, Elementary and Middle School Levéise following rules shall apply to the
use, application, and transportation of all mediicet at the preschool, elementary
school, and middle school levels.

1. Non-Prescribed MedicationA written authorization must be signed by the
student's parents or guardian and filed with th®stnurse or principal
permitting the use of non-prescribed medication

2. Prescribed MedicationThe student or the student's parents or guardisst
provide the school nurse or principal with a writtgder of a physician,
physician assistant, or advanced practice registeuese that prescribes the type
and amount of medication. A current prescriptaipel will satisfy the
requirements of this paragraph. In addition, dtemiauthorization permitting
the use of medication must be signed by the stigdeatents or guardian and
filed with the school nurse or principal.

3. Taking of Non-Prescribed and Prescribed Medicatithe ingestion, taking, or
application of non-prescribed and prescribed médidicg including nebulizers,
shall be performed under the direct supervision@gkrvation of the school
nurse, principal, or principal's designee, who Ildae successfully completed
a District competency assessment pursuant to triidsiion Aide Act and
applicable state rules and regulations, will be iaistered as directed on the
manufacturer’s label, as directed by the stud@hiysician, physician assistant,
or advanced practice registered nurse. The schosé or health room
paraprofessional may assist a student with eyesdsopar drops if the school
nurse or health room paraprofessional deems itogpiaite or the student is
unable to effectively administer such. If the st parents or guardian have
given written authorization, students will be alkxto possess and/or ingest
glucose tablets as needed anywhere on school ggound

4. Homeopathic Substances, Herbs, and Vitamitemeopathic substances,
herbs, and vitamins shall not be administered bpaikcstaff unless prescribed
by a physician, physician assistant, or advancadtioe registered nurse and
dispensed by a pharmacist or other person autlibbyéaw. Homeopathic
substances, herbs and vitamins, whether prescoibedn-prescribed, shall be
subject to the same restrictions and requiremengsescribed medications.

5. Transporting Medications to and from School

a. Preschool and Elementary Schools the preschool and elementary
schools, students shall not be allowed to transpamtprescribed or
prescribed medications to and from school withetkeeption of
glucose tablets. Elementary school students maggss and use
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inhalers according to the provisions of Sectio(Elll). Non-prescribed
or prescribed medications must be transported égtident’s parents
or guardian or by an adult designated in writingHey parents or
guardian, and must be delivered to the school nprsgcipal, or the
principal’s designee.

Middle School Middle school students will not be allowed tartsport
prescribed medications to and from school withekeeption of
glucose tablets. Middle school students may psssed use inhalers
according to the provisions of Section Il (E.1ye$tribed medications
must be transported by the student’s parents adguraor by an adult
designated in writing by the parents or guardibien-prescribed
medications may be transported by middle schoalestts to and from
school but must be delivered to the school nunsecipal, or the
principal’s designee.

B. High Schoal The following rules shall apply to the use ap@laation of medications at
the high school level.

Non-Prescribed MedicatiorNo written authorization shall be required fonn

prescribed medicatiorHowever, if a teacher, principal or school nurseestes
frequent or inappropriate use by a student of n@sgribed medication, the
school may require the following:

The ingestion, taking or application of prescrilmeedication, including
nebulizers, shall be performed under the direcestigion and
observation of the school nurse, principal, or gipal's designeavho
shall have successfully completed a District compey assessment
pursuant to the Medication Aide Act and applicatibge rules and
regulations, and as directed by the physician, iplays assistant, or
advanced practice registered nurse. If the stiglpatents or guardian
have given written authorization, students willd#ewed to possess
and/or ingest glucose tablets as needed anywhesehmol grounds and
to possess and administer inhalers according tprihv@sions of Section
Il (E.1).

C. Administration of Injections Only school nurses and school personnel who haee

trained to administer the Epi-Pen or Glucagon aedjaving injections in emergency
life-saving situations may administer injectionselool.
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Glucagon Injections If a student requires administration of Glucagoan
emergency diabetic attack, school personnel will&EL. The Glucagon will be
provided by the student’s parents or guardian.o8lchersonnel other than the
school nurse may administer Glucagon injectiong anemergency situations if
they are trained by qualified personnel.

Epi-pen Injections Students may use/carry Epi-Pens without sugiervor
monitoring by the school nurse or principal. Thé-Epn must be a prescribed
medication and the school nurse or principal dielle received written
permission from the student's parents or guardiamedl as a physician,
physician assistant, or advanced practice registenese. All other injections
that are given in response to an emergency shautivien by a school nurse if
available. Emergency medical personnel and ttaestis parents or guardian
shall be called.

Other Injections If a student requires any injections duringgbkool day,
students may administer injections in the nurséfiseor in an area designated
by the principal’s designee. Parents may reqesta school nurse administer
injections if the student is incapable of self-adistration. Parents shall submit
requests to the Director of Pupil Services.

Medical Information to be Provided to the District

1.

Medical Allergies, Seizures, and Susceptibildyliiness If a student is either
allergic to acertain medication or is prone to seizure or otileess, the
student's parents, guardian, physician, physicésistant, or advanced practice
registered nurse shall provide the District, in tiwg, with the following
information on or by the first day of school:

a. The name of the medicatiaieswhich the student is allergic;
b. The serious illnesses to which the studentssequtible; and
C. If the student is susceptible to an illness, tveit@ps are to be taken by

school personnel in the event the illness occurs.

Injections for Medical Emergencieff a student is required to receive an
injection for a medical emergency, the studenttems, guardian, physician,
physician assistant, or advanced practice registeuese shall notify the school,
in writing, and provide the following informatiomar by the first day of
school:

a. The name of the medication and its dosage; and

b. The method of administration (subcutaneous, intisolar,
intravenous, etc.).

Miscellaneous Provisions

Inhalers Students may use/carry inhalers without supienvisr monitoring by
the school nurse or principal. The inhaler musalpeescribed medication and
the school nurse or principal shall have receivettem permission from the
student's parents or guardian as well as a physiplaysician assistant, D.O., or
advanced practice registered nurse. This stateshatitalso include directions
of appropriate inhaler usage. If school persopbskrve a student using an
inhaler in excess of the directions on the inhatewith a frequency which

would be considered unreasonable, it shall be tegdo the school nurse or
principal in which case the student’s use of thelar shall be supervised by the
school nurse or principal.

Containers All medication shall be kept in its original camer with its
original label which describes the ingredientshaf tontents, recommends
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V.

dosages, and provides appropriate warnings. Tdet faust be legible and be
written in English, or provide English translations

Custody and StorageAll medication delivered to the school nurseancipal
shall be stored in a container or refrigeratohim hurse's office, principal's
office, or other area designated by the schookjpal. The storage area shall
either be locked or under the control of a desigghachool employee.

Quantity No more than a thirty (30) daypply of prescribed medication shall
be provided and delivered to the school by theestyydstudent's parents or
guardian, unless there is a written order by aiplays physician assistant, or
advanced practice registered nurse requiring aereapply.

Transfer to Other Student$Students are prohibited from transferring
delivering, orreceiving any medication to or from other studentslation of
this subsection will authorize the confiscatiortted medication by the District,
and subject the students to discipline.

Finger Stick Blood TestStudents who have been taught finger stick btests
shall follow those procedures that they have beagtt. Parents of students
who have diabetes, and students who have diatsétesld notify the school
nurse or principal at the beginning of the schanthat the student is diabetic,
and should provide the school nurse or princip#hall information required
under this Rule. Students may administer the fisgiek blood test in the
nurse’s office or any other area.

Student Discipline If a student violates a provision of this Rutee student shall be subject to

discipline.

A. In addition, where appropriate, the following peophall be immediately notified of a
violation of this Rule:

1. The school nurse, principal, or principal's desegrand
2. The student's parents or guardian; and
3. The physician, physician assistant, or advancectipearegistered nurse
prescribing the medication if deemed necessary.
B. While notifications are being given, the studerglstfemain in the custody of the school

nurse, principal, or principal's designee untilessary notifications have been made and
until actions have been taken to eliminate anyiptesghreat to the student or other
students.

If medications have been improperly dispensed gested by the student or
otherstudents, the studengdysician, physician assistant, or advanced pmctic
registered nurse shall be requested to give thegpmmedical directions to be
followed by the school staff. Unless otherwisedied by the physician,
physician assistant, or advanced practice registenese, the school nursend
principal or principal’'s designeshall determine what action if ashall be
followed to insure the student(s)’ safety.

2. If the physician, physician assistant, or advarmedtice registered nurse
cannot be reached and the school nurse or prindgiatrmines that an
emergency exists, emergency medical personnel lshathmediately called.
The parents or guardian shall be notified of artipadeing taken.

Definitions
A. Emergency medical personndtmergency medical personnel shall mean medical

personnel that can respond to a medical emergency.

B. Medication Medication shall be broadly defined and shallude:

F. Physician assistantPhysician assistant shall mean individuals wiediaensed under
Neb. Rev. Stat. Sections 71-1, 107.15 through 7107,30 to perform medical services
under the supervision of a licensed physician.

F. Qualified personnel Shall mean people who have met an educatioriajat
requirement necessary to administer emergencytiofec

Pandemic Plan

According to the World Health Organization (WHOAH influenza pandemic occurs when a new
influenza virus appears against which the humamiadipn has no immunity, resulting in several
simultaneous epidemics worldwide with enormous nemailof deaths and illness. With the increase in
global transport and communications, as well aanidation and overcrowded conditions, epidemics due
to the new influenza virus are likely to quicklkéahold around the world.”

It is important to note that there are numerousatdes pertaining to pandemics that can not beraéted.
However, the Millard Public School Pandemic Plagiides a system to assist in managing the impact of
an influenza pandemid, one should transpire. The plan focuses on two siaattegies which include,
sustaining educational functions and reducing inea of the virus within school facilities.
Communication to schools from external sourcesrdigg a pandemic virus and internal communications
within the school are also addressed.

Accidents

In case of an accident at school, the studentbeillmade comfortable and not moved until attended by
District personnel who have been trained in fiist aThe principal, school nurse, or health aidl i
notified. Emergency first aid will be administeried District personnel who have been trained ist fitid,

and parent(s) or guardian(s) will be notified.thé school is unable to reach a parent/guardiaergency
phone numbers will be used.

911 will be called immediately when in the judgmehthe principal, the school nurse, or a staff hhem
trained in first aid, determines the injury regsithe attention of emergency medical personnestridi
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personnel will remain with the student whenevertical until relieved or excused by emergency maidic
personnel. Emergency medical personnel are dispatioy city or county officials according to the
location of the school, and are usually requirethke patients to the nearest hospital. The sshule no
control over these decisions.

Law enforcement officials will be notified, if deeah appropriate. They will be called in all cases
involving injury caused by vehicles.

Asthma

Increasingly, asthma is becoming a medical conditi@t is affecting students at school. Asthma
Information Forms must be completed by studentstified as having asthma. The Asthma Information
Form will provide information about the severitytbe asthma condition, medication that is needdadtw
triggers attacks and peak flow meter readings.

Emergency procedures for life-threatening asthrrelkes and systemic allergic reaction, provide Ejait
pens and nebulized albuterol can be administerethigrgency conditions to students in life-threatgni
situations by approved staff members who have bra@med to administer these drugs. Emergency
supplies may not be used for routine medicatioppses.

Automated External Defibrillators

Cardiac arrest is always a threat for student§, stavisitors to our schools and when it occuan leave
only minutes to save a life. To maximize the clesnthat emergency response will result in full vecy,
Automated External Defibrillators (AEDs) will begaled in each school, and trained designated school
personnel will use AEDs according to procedureslthae been approved by the Director of Pupil
Services or designee. AEDs will not be taken efdftrips or other activities away from the school
building unless an extra AED is solely dedicatedtifiat purpose, the AEDs absence does not affect
coverage at school, and the AED is under the cohdieect supervision of a staff member trainedsn
use.

Diabetes

l. Planning and Communication

A. The parent(s)/guardian(s) will complete the Studtrlth Information form and indicate
if the student is diabetic.

B. A meeting will be held with the parent(s)/guardgnéchool nurse, health
paraprofessional, the teacher(s), the student aydther staff deemed appropriate to
establish the following:

1. Share information provided by the physician.

2 Review the physician’s instructions.

3 Determine any specific procedures unique to thatesit.

4, Discuss parental/staff concerns

5 Decide which basic care procedures the paren@asdlime responsibility for
and which procedures school personnel will be neside.

6. Develop a care plan, if needed, and distributeep parents and staff.

7. Discuss training requirements and develop a tiredlim training completion.

Il. Treatment and Management

A. Parents are responsible to provide the schoolsdidthetic supplies except for the sharps
container that will be supplied by the District.
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Students may carry their diabetic testing kits (hingsin an enclosed case) with them at
school.

Students may perform the finger stick test in tlassroom. The parent(s)/guardian(s)
must notify the school in writing if they wish tlstudent to test in the classroom.
Procedures for testing in the classroom:

1. A specific place will be designated in the classnday the principal.

2. A sharps container will be provided by the schowl kept locked away by the
teacher when not in use.

3. The student is responsible for disposal of shanpistest strips in the sharps
container.

4, The meter kit is to be closed and put away whenmaose and the testing area

will be clean of contaminates.

5. The principal will inform parents if the studenpeatedly violates procedures,
and if necessary, suspend classroom-testing pyasle

Snacks in the classroom.

1. Students will have the option to bring snacks asmsame them in the
classroom.
2. Students will not be required to bring or consumacks if it interferes with the

student’s established diabetic care routines.
Diabetic children who use school transportation.
1. The parent(s)/guardian(s) will inform the bus dritleat their child has diabetes.

2. The parent(s)/guardian(s) will give the bus driagracket that includes
information on diabetes in general and specificalbjudes signs and
symptoms. They will also furnish snacks if needed.

Diabetic students on field trips.

1. No student will be prohibited from going on a fi¢tgb because of diabetes.

2. Personnel trained in the student’s diabetic catleastompany the student if the
parent cannot.

3. The parent(s)/guardian(s) is responsible for priogdhe glucagon medication
if it is needed.

4. The parent(s)/guardian(s) may give written perroissor the student to go on a
field trip without glucagon.

5. The parent(s)/guardian(s) may accompany their timbtident on a field trip.

6. The care plan must specify how field trips will lieendled.

Insulin Injections.

1. Insulin injections should not be given around otstedents.

2. Insulin injections will be administered in a pladesignated by the principal.

Glucose Tablets.

1. Students may carry and take glucose tablets angwheschool if the parent has
provided written permission for the student to do s

Insulin Pumps.
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1. Training and materials on insulin pumps will bepded at the initial meeting
with staff and parent(s)/guardian(s).

Teachers should be informed that the student hassatin pump.

3. Students will be allowed to maintain the insulinrguin the classroom, if
needed.

1. After School Activities

A. The parent(s)/guardian(s) will be responsible fanagement of the student’s diabetes
during after-school activities.

B. Activity sponsors and coaches will be informed iafeétic students who are participating
in their after-school activity. The parent(s)/glian(s) should share the care plan with
sponsors/coaches. If needed, the sponsor/coachimer will hold testing kits for
diabetic students.

Head Lice Alert

Millions of American school children will have helide some time this year. Since this is a dedinit
concern among parents/guardians, the followingsfaot presented.

Head lice are small but annoying insects, whicmdprost of their approximate two-month life sparaon
person’s scalp. An infested person is usually tmapproximately ten (10) lice at any given time,
however, because they move so fast, lice may Hieuifto locate. Itching is the most common syompt
of lice infestation. The best way to confirm aliofestation is to look for nits (lice eggs, whiate
teardrop in shape and about 1/32 of an inch lo@ipse examination of the hair, especially at tapenof
the neck and above the ears, may reveal the snagik-white eggs. Each egg is attached to ashaift a
short distance from the scalp. These nits can 8omes be mistaken for dandruff. However, nits agnn
easily be brushed away like dandruff because lizela nits to the hair shafts with a waterprooélik
substance.

Although head lice infestation is normally not ciolesed a serious medical condition, it is a nuisathat
can be very upsetting, causing undue anxietiemfory families. Head lice can happen to anyoris,ribt
a sign of having poor health habits or being dirty.

Proper treatment is most effective in ridding hkeel from the scalp. If lice/nits are found/susieecby a
parent in their child’s hair, the parent is enca@eto contact their family physician or pharmafost
treatment at their expense.

Students who have live head lice will be sent homt# head lice are eliminated. Upon returning to
school, students will be inspected by the schometo insure that head lice do not remain. Studenist
be nit free before returning to school after haviegn sent home for the third time for head lice
infestation.

School Health Rooms Provide Limited Services

All of the District’s schools include a health rodhmough which limited health services are provided
Primary services include maintenance of studergalth records; vision, hearing, dental and minst faid
services. Students who must take prescription ca¢gidns at school are also monitored through tladtie
rooms. Health room personnel check to ensure stadee vaccinated and that parents obtain theqaiys
examinations for students as required by stateolativat they sign waivers indicating they do nohtva
their students examined.

Most days health rooms are staffed by paraprofeatsovho have received certified First Aid training
asthma/ anaphylaxis and CPR/AED training. Moghete paraprofessionals have clerical duties in
addition totheir health room responsibilities. A registeremlse generally spends one (1) day a week in
each elementary school, three (3) days a weekcim egddle school, and every day in each high sctwol
provide supervision of the health services provided
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Health room staff does not diagnose diseasesnasiles, but they do report signs and symptomsatihhe
problems to parents and encourage them to havecthitdren seen by their own family health care
providers for diagnosis and treatment. Please mdree, the health room is not meant to be usedaoepl
of family health care providers.

Child Abuse

According to law, school employees and all othespes are required to notify Child Protective Sezsi
and law enforcement officials if they believe adatnt has been subjected to abuse or neglect. cho®ls
cooperates in the investigation of such cases.

INSURANCE

A law passed in 1998 requires that schools prothdds Connection” information to all families in¢h
school district. This program which is governediby Department of Health and Human Services
provides eligible students, who are uninsured,thezre coverage. Health care through “Kids
Connection” will be available for families whoseame is 185 percent of the federal poverty level or
below. The program is designed to provide roufmeyentive health care and basic hospitalizatfon o
students needing coverage. For students whoareligible for insurance through the “Kids Contiec”
program, the District has a group pupil accidestiiance plan available for purchase through “Studen
Assurance Services”. Interested families shouldamintheir school office or Pupil Services for an
application.

SCHOOL TRANSFERS WITHIN THE DISTRICT

l. Determination of Unavailability The Superintendent or designee will determinéclitlasses,
grades, programs, or schools are to be considemadaiiable for student transfers within the
District after considering the following:

A. Available capacity (i.e., space for efficiemdaeffective instruction based on total student
enrollment).
B. The relative positive or negative impact thansfers would have on a class, grade,

program, or student’s assigned school or the régdesxchool, or on the classes, grades,
or programs of either school.

C. Prior and anticipated future enroliment leaaislat the student’s assigned school.
D. Anticipated future growth of the class, gragiemgram, or school requested.

The Board will be informed annually of any classg®des, programs, or schools that are closed
to transfers.

Il. Procedural Steps to Request Transfer Within thdribis The following are the steps to be
followed when students desire a transfer withinDitrict.

A. A Transfer Request form should be obtained, gleted, and returned to the building
principal (the forms are available in the buildipgncipal's office).

B. Parents should discuss the reasons for thefeiarequest with the principal of their
assigned school; the discussion may be in person tiie phone depending on the desire
of the principal. After the discussion, the prjadi will forward the Transfer Request to
the office of the Director of Pupil Services. Tha&ector of Pupil Services will serve as
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the Superintendent’s designaad will determine whether the transfer request bal
granted or denied.

When deciding upon transfer requests, the DirectdPupil Services will consider the
following
factors:

1. The reasons for the request and the principalsmetendations resulting from the
conference held with the parents.

2. The number of students enrolled in the buildingvtuch the student wishes to
transfer, the number of students enrolled in thelestt's assigned school, and
whether the transfer adversely affects pre-estadlisclass size, grade size,
and/or total building enrollment.

3. The time of year the transfer request is made.

4. If the student is in a special education progréme, recommendation of the
Director of Special Education may be based uponstbdent’s individualized
education program and educational needs; class mimed service needs;
transportation arrangements as may be requiredaby the allocation of
specially trained staff and personnel; facility uss; and the allocation of
equipment or materials necessary to provide anogpiate education program

5. Personnel and staffing requirements, curriculand, facility issues affecting the

building

to which the student wishes to tfans

6. The student’s educational program including beoit limited to course credits
and graduation requirements.

7. The interests of the individual student based erptieceding factors.

8. The number of transfers that a student has beenegtauring a school year. Unless
special safety, health, or program issues are waegbho student will be granted more
than one transfer per school year.

9. Students will not be allowed to transfer to anotkehool during suspension or
expulsion. A student’s disciplinary record will lmonsidered and students with
extensive disciplinary records will not be consatkerfor transfer unless it is
determined to be in the safety interests of théesitior the school. The transfer
policy will not apply to or alter a student’s mataly reassignment.

10. As a general rule, student transfers within thetrigisshall be considered before
applications for option enrollments when determginiplacements in programs,
classes, grade levels, or school buildings,

After considering the above-mentioned factthre, Director of Pupil Services will make a
decision and will notify the parents and the prrad$ of the buildings involved. Parents
will be notified in writing.

A decision regarding a transfer request madéngua school year for the following
school year may be made at any time, but the Distvill not be obligated to make the
decision until after the District's new studentisegtion.

Conditions for Transfer The following conditions apply to all transfevghin the District:
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A. Students of parents who move from one school's@diece area to that of another within
the District during the school year may continuterading the original school if the
parents apply for a transfer even though the aaigsthool is closed to transfers for
students who have not been attending that school.

RECORD AMENDMENT PROCEDURES

Within three (3) schoglsdaf the meeting, the parties involved shall be
notified in writing of the principal’s decision, drof the right to a hearing if they disagree.

B. If the parties involved are dissatisfied with theedion rendered by the principal, they can, within
ten (10) school days of receipt of the written dieei of the principal, present the challenge to the
Superintendent or Superintendent’s designee. TperSitendent or Superintendent’s designee
shall hold a hearing with all parties concernedhinifive (5) school days of the receipt of the
request. The parents or eligible student shatidigied two (2) days prior to the hearing of the
date, time, and place of the hearing. The heawiidoe conducted by any individual who does
not have a direct interest in the outcome of thering. All persons attending the hearing will
keep confidential the information contained in stedent records.

C. Within three (3) school days following the hearitige Superintendent or Superintendent’s
designee shall render a decision and send nogcedhin writing to the parties involved which
will comply with the following:

1. If it is determined that the information is inacat&, misleading, or otherwise in violation
of the privacy or other rights of the student, tbeord will be amended accordingly and
the parents or eligible student shall be provid&tl & copy of the written amendment.

2. If it is determined that the information is not écarate, misleading, or otherwise in
violation of the privacy or other rights of the déunt, the parents or eligible student shall
be informed of their right to place a statemerthimrecord commenting on the contested
information and/or stating why there is disagreeiméth the Superintendent’s decision.
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Parents/guardians or eligible students also haighato reasonable requests for explanations and
interpretations of student records.

Federal law permits a parent/guardian or eligiblelent to file a complaint with the Family Educatid
Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA) Office concerninpgéd failures of the District to comply with the
federal regulations governing disclosure of studeabrds. The address of the FERPA Office may be
obtained from the office of the Director of Pupér8ices.
